1. USELESS WORRYING ABOUT THE FUTURE

THE WISE WAY: TRUST GOD.

2. ARROGANT ASSUMING ABOUT THE FUTURE
"Do not boast about tomorrow, for you do not know what a day may
bring [forth]."

What is
your life? You are a mist that appears for a little while and then
vanishes. As it is, you boast [and brag]. All such boasting is evil."

THE WISE WAY: LOOK AHEAD AND PREPARE.

3. FAULTY PLANNING ABOUT THE FUTURE
